An Evening With Archie . . . . . . .
. . . . . .yes, that Archie!
Archie Griffin will be mak-
ing in a special visit to
Southern California to
meet fellow alumni.
Currently the Associate
Director of Athletics,
Archie became the only
player ever to win the
Heisman Trophy, the most
prestigious award in col-
lege football, two times.
He won the award in 1974
as a junior and again in
1975 as a senior.
While rushing for 5,589
yards during his career at
Ohio State, Archie picked
up many awards and has
been named to several
Hall of Fames. What
many of you may not

know is that the year prior
to winning his first
Heisman Trophy, Archie
finished 5th in the voting
in 1973.
During Archie’s years at
Ohio State, the football
team went to four straight
Rose Bowls from 1973 to
1976. In the four games,
Archie was great carrying
the ball 79 times for 412
yards and a touchdown.
To this day he's still the
only player to start in four
Rose Bowls, a record that
may never be broken.
Also during his 4 years at
OSU, the football team’s
combined record was 40-
5-1, going 3-0-1 against
Michigan.  

After beating up on
Michigan, he was chosen
as a first round draft pick
by the Cincinnati Bengals.
Archie played in the NFL
for eight seasons.
Following his NFL career,
Griffin returned to Ohio
State in 1984 joining the
athletic department staff.
Please come and mingle
with Archie and your fel-
low alumni at Mike and
Kitty Kourie’s house in
San Juan Capistrano on
June 17th.

But
during this remarkable sea-
son, I myself was not flying
so high. After a series of
events, my mood was down,
and not getting any better
and I thought I would see
someone about it. I was diag-
nosed with depression. Not
the best of times I will have
to admit, but during the low-
est of the lows, I had some-
thing to keep my chin up,
“Buckeye Love”.
I had someone looking over
me from above, as I found I

had a source of encourage-
ment and support from a
place I have overlooked, our
very own club.  I told a few
people about what I was
going through, and they were
there if and when I needed
them, people who saw me
once a week for three months
a year, there to listen to me
when I needed to talk, or
would ask from week to week
how things were going with
the issues they knew were
tough for me. That is when it
really dawned on me, what
“Buckeye Love” was all about.
We all look forward to foot-
ball Saturday at the National,
to see our friends.  Some of
us have family here in
Southern California, and oth-
ers (like myself) have family
no closer than Columbus. So
what happens? We realize
we have another family, one
formed by that very same

We have new
alumni club t-shirts, which
are on sale for $15, again
all profit, as Jim and Mary
Majewski donated the shirts.
Thank you Jim & Mary!

• Raffles netted $1,813.
• We pretty much broke even
on the Christmas Party and
Andy Geiger’s visit.

• Membership dues collected
were $2,620.

The clubs expenses are few:
• P.O. box and mailing costs. 
• Website maintenance.
• Credit card fees.
• Office supplies for mail-
ings, raffle tickets, party
decorations.

• We sent three committee
members to the Leadership
Conference in Columbus at
a cost of $1,500.

OC/IE Scholarship Fund by Mike Kourie

Our scholarship fund has
grown into one of the largest
for all clubs outside of the
state of Ohio. We are very
proud of this but did you
know that this fund was origi-
nally set up in 1973? Paul
Brodrick was president of
the club at the time and
according to our records a
goal was set to raise
$10,000 to establish a per-
manent endowment fund
with the university.
Under the leadership of Jim
Milford, who joined Woody
this past year, that goal was
finally met in 1980. However,
a lot of other people were
instrumental in achieving the
goal. Past president and cur-
rent member Lee Walker
organized a brunch prior to
the 1979 OSU-UCLA regular
season game that helped
raise money, but again,
according the records we
have, Jim was the key 
organizer.
It was in May of 1980 that a
check in the amount of

$10,000 was presented to
the university by club
President Charles Swink to
open the fund.
Through the years a host of
individuals have helped grow
and nurture this program.
Recently two people have
been very instrumental in
making our program one of
the best in the country. They
are Jim and Mary Majewski.
They have chaired the pro-
gram for the past 6 years.
During that time 13 students
from Orange County and the
Inland Empire have received
scholarship money from our
club to attend TBDUITL, The
Best Damn University In The
Land.
Because of the contributions
of Jim Milford and Jim and
Mary Majewski, two key
decisions were voted on and
passed by the board of direc-
tors at our last meeting.
The program that our club
administers locally will now be
named THE JIM AND MARY
MAJEWSKI SCHOLARSHIP

PROGRAM, and the top
scholarship awarded each
year will be named THE JIM
MILFORD MEMORIAL
SCHOLARSHIP. These
names will be used only inter-
nally by our club.
Please understand that the
fund at the university where
the money is invested is still
called The Alumni Club of
Orange County and the
Inland Empire Scholarship
Fund.
It is the club’s intention to
name scholarships in subse-
quent years after people, past
and present, who have been
key contributors to the club.
Our scholarship program is
now the capable hands of
Chairperson Heather
Guarnera. She has been
doing a fine job and it is her
goal to make the program
even better.
We are committed to contin-
ue growing the fund and hon-
oring its history.
