 BOWL GAME TICKET POLICY

Qualifications: 

In order to qualify for Ohio State football bowl game tickets the following policies apply: 

1. Distribution Rules.  Distribution of bowl game tickets by the club will be in accordance with the rules established by the Ohio State University Alumni Association.

2. Membership in good standing in OSUOCIE is required.  You must either be a lifetime or current household member of the local club and not be receiving tickets from another source. Club membership is based on payment of dues. Memberships are paid annually for the club’s operating year, September 1 to August 31. To be considered paid for the current operating year; payment must have been received by November 1.  Individuals who have violated the OSUOCIE ticket policy in the past are not eligible to receive tickets.

3. Payment in Advance Required.  You must pay for the tickets at the time you request the club obtain the tickets for you.  The acceptable methods of payment will be explained in the notice of ticket availability.  Please note that the time for your response will be short since the University usually allows the club only a day or two to respond to ticket offers.  Communications regarding ticket availability will be by email and information will be posted on the club website if time permits.

The club will not advance payment to the University for any tickets.

Ticket Availability:   If the club has requests (payments) for more tickets than the University is able to provide the tickets received will be distributed by a lottery.

Lottery Qualifications:  To qualify for a ticket lottery a member must either be a lifetime or current household member of the local club, not be receiving tickets from another source and have paid in advance for game tickets

Ticket allocation:  One half of the tickets secured by the club will be available for purchase by Board and Committee members based on the following priority schedule.
1. All elected officers and Board members of the club are eligible for 2 tickets per household membership.  If there are more officers and board members who have paid for tickets than available tickets a lottery will be held.

2. All Committee members are eligible for 1 ticket per household membership.  If there are more committee members who have paid for tickets than available tickets a lottery will be held.

3. Any Board and Committee members not securing tickets as described under “Ticket Allocation” will get 1 chance for either 1 additional ticket or 2 tickets if they did not receive tickets as described above. 

All other member households eligible for the ticket lottery will go into a lottery with the following number of chances. 

1. All lifetime member households of the local club will get 2 chances for 2 tickets.

2. All annual local club member households will get 1 chance for 2 tickets.

3. All member households are limited to 2 tickets

4. Tickets must be used by club members or their families.

5. Chances are not cumulative.

6. Any unused or unclaimed tickets can be used at the discretion of the Board.

Lottery process:  The lottery will be announced by email and/or regular mail.   The lottery drawing will be held at a public place with the time and location made known in advance to the interested club members so they may witness the drawing.   

Winners will receive their tickets through the U.S. Postal Service unless other arrangements have been made with the person responsible for the distribution of tickets.

Failure to adhere to the policies below may jeopardize the ability of the OSUOCIE to acquire game tickets in the future and will result in disqualification from future OSUOCIE event tickets:

Any non-reimbursed bounced check or scalping of the tickets by any member who secures tickets through this process will automatically disqualify them from all future OSU event tickets. 

Tickets must be used by club members or their families.

Full refunds will be made as soon as reasonably possible to all members who paid in advance but for whom tickets are not available.
